 I know it's been a few weeks since we all lost Jeffi...For the last few

weeks I have shown up for work at our drill rig and there is this big
old hole in the crew. Every day one of the hands says, "I miss Jeffi
today" or "That ain't the way Jeff would do it" or "Don't tell Jeff we
just did that." And we keep working. 

  
This weekend I went to a little dock up by my house where I sit and
play guitar some evenings. I showed it to Jeff a couple of years ago
and he liked it because there are always dolphins bouncing in the
river. I sat there for a while not wanting to say goodbye to Jeff just
yet. I knew I had to, but I wasn't ready for him to leave. I wanted to
have one more discussion about how maybe we weren't the
smartest guys on a rig but it was amazing just how much everybody
else didn't know.....or I wanted to see the lights on his bike when he
showed up to the rig in the dark...or I wanted one more midnight
phone call from whatever job he was on saying, "Hey Big Cheese I
have twenty more barrels of cement to pump then we're going to
breakfast! What are you doing?" and my answer was always
something like, "Jeff, it's midnight-you are in California and I am in
Florida. I'm sleeping!" and I would hear him laughing as he hung
up.....or one more time I wanted to sit out on a drill rig at 3:00 am
and talk, and brag, and discuss, and laugh and miss our daughters
until pretty soon we were just sitting there not talking at all - but
each of us knew exactly how the other one felt about his kid....or
maybe I wanted to thank him for dragging me out of my trailer and
back to life after my last divorce....Or maybe just one more time I
would have liked to watch him get in my face while I was on a rant
on the job and say, "I know! I know! I know! I heard you! Everybody
heard you. It doesn't matter. What's for lunch? Are you cooking?"
and put it all in perspective for a minute....or maybe read one more
poem he wrote....and maybe just listen to another story about the
farm, or the deer back home, or his new home, or Dad's car or
airplane, or the morel mushrooms...and on and on and on....
