Jess was also an Insurance Agent for 7 years for Michigan Sery Corporation
in Lansing, and 10 years as an Independent Insurance Agent, as well as
running the family farm in Gilmore Twp. He had served as the Gilmore Twp.
Supervisor and Assessor for 22 years. Jess enjoyed traveling in his
Motorhome, hunting, golfing and playing cards. He and Norma liked to spend
time at their Mobile Home in Fruitland Park, FL and his current home in New
Port Richey, FL. Jess enjoyed racing Stock Cars in the 50’s and speed boat
racing; he loved his motorcycles and especially his cottage at Silver Lake in
Clare County since 1925. Jess was a lifetime musician, playing the piano and
keyboard. He was a 77-year member of the American Legion and was also



active in AMVETS, Moose Lodge, the Non Com. Officers Club and the Eagles.
He was a Past President of the Lake Eagles Aerie 3761 and worked many
years on local and state committees. In 1994 at the state convention, he was
honored as Eagle of the Year for the State of Michigan and Western Ontario.
