
Mearl "Tom" Fetters

Mearl Thomas “Tom” Fetters, age 69 of Farwell, passed away suddenly on
Sunday, July 10, 2022 at his home. On March 10, 1953, Tom was born one of
three children to Mearl E. and Kathleen (Tiedeman) Fetters in Mt. Pleasant,
Michigan. He was united in marriage to Cheryl Henry on June 5, 1982, and
together the couple enjoyed just over forty years of marriage. Days after the
wedding they packed everything they owned into their truck and headed west
on US Hwy 2 for California, enjoying wherever their adventure happened.
They lived in the Sonoma California area for five years. Shortly after the
exciting news that Tom and Cheryl’s family would be growing, they decided to
move back to Central Michigan where they have remained since. Tom was a
man of many skills, and that was exemplified in his thirty-two-year career as a
Master Carpenter and proud member of the Local 706 Carpenter’s Union of
Saginaw, and more recently he enjoyed ten years as a semi-truck operator,
but he was proudest of being a husband and father. He was an active member
of the Victory Christian Center of Mt. Pleasant and a Clare High School
graduate in 1971. Those that knew Tom well, knew that he was an avid
outdoorsman that greatly enjoyed hunting, but they also knew that he was at
his happiest when he was fishing his favorite parts of God’s creation with
family or friends.
